SJ welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.  
3. Minutes of Last Meeting (CPWG-22-09) & Matters Arising 
There were no matters arising from the minutes of the meeting of 4th October 2022. All actions have been updated on the action sheet at the end of the minutes.  
4. Work programme and budget
a) Review of final spend and workplan – the final spend for 2022 by the working group will be shared once approved by the Board in Feb 2023.

b) 2023 work programme and budgets – 
Along with the ideas identified at the September meeting, SJ shared information that had been identified at the October members meeting
· CIPS / Coating survey guidance
· Coatings Course
· 3rd Party enquiries
· Transformer / electrifier potentials
· Dealing with disbanded coatings
· Overview of CP document
In the meeting, members identified the following suggestions:
· What readings / soil sample analysis is required when digs are being carried out; what tests could / should be done and how to do them (PM)
· Guidance for battery storage / electricity developments and impact on pipelines (BMc)
· CP developments – inc test posts and completing surveys (should GPG029 be expanded further to include this information)
· TBN for AC Testing – logging of issues for AC interference (mini loggers); escalation of testing (spot checks, more frequent, etc)
· High AC on test posts – safety aspect guidance
· CIPS recommendations for surveys in inaccessible areas (following HSE intervention due to lack of easement clearing / how far away readings can be taken)
· Pipeline crossing interference testing
· Training (noting that ICORR training requires you to pay extra for certification which is required)
· Pipeline crossing interference crossings

The options highlighted in yellow are to be included in the budget / work plan proposal to be submitted to the Board for approval.
Action 23.01 NB / SJ to prepare CPWG budget proposal for the board
5. GPG / TBN development updates
TBN18 and TBN19 (issues associated with overhead pipeline crossings of electrified and non electrified railway lines) have been approved and are in the members centre.
6. Ongoing CPWG Discussions
a) CP Competencies
SJ included information about the CP competencies work in the Members Meeting update in October 2022. The conclusion of the group is that the CP competence guidance should include information about how the CP standard requirements can be met by pipeline operators and implemented into the pipeline sector. The group were keen to note that certification from the likes of ICORR does not necessarily imply competence.
JD and Pat Lydon are to be asked to progress this work and there is already a line item in the budget (9.4) which will be carried over into 2023 to pay for the document development.

b) CP Inspection Frequencies
There had been no further updates from members regarding inspection frequencies, so no further analysis had been carried out. It was agreed to keep the item on the agenda, in case of any further developments, but in the meantime, a copy of SJ slides (need a copy) and the discussion document (CPWG-22-07) are to be lodged in the UKOPA Members Centre.
Action 23.02 NB upload inspection frequency information to Members Centre

c) Coatings register
CPWG-22-08 (Proposal for UKOPA to host the coatings register) had been approved by the Board, Chris Mattocks needs to be informed and the process for getting the register uploaded needs to be agreed.
Action 23.03 NB Inform CM of approval to host coatings register and make arrangements to get this uploaded to the UKOPA website

It was noted that currently the GIS standard for coatings (for GDNs) cannot be complied with and changes in coatings need to be managed under a deviation process. It was also noted that UKOPA non-gas members can put suggestions for coatings to be included in the register to the Coatings Working Group (CWG) – and that this process needs to be explained to UKOPA. PM / SC suggested that there was a need to inform manufacturers about the new process and this should be raised with the CWG.

Action 23.03 NB /SJ to liaise with CM regarding process for adding coatings to the register
7. GPG014 – solar farms
A sub-group reviewed the draft circulated by NB on 1st November, although did not quite finish the whole document. A further meeting is to be arranged with the aim of getting the document finalised and through the governance process before the Technical Seminar on 24th May 2023.
Action 23.04 NB ensure GPG14 is finalised and moved through governance process
8. GPG042 Developments in the vicinity of pipelines 
Outside of the meeting, a subgroup meeting has been arranged for 3rd May 2023 at to progress the development of the document (or suggest additions to GPG036) regarding CP requirements for developments in the vicinity of pipelines.
Action 23.05 NB invite members to the subgroup on CP requirements for development near pipelines
9. AC Interaction Workshop Update
SJ and BMac provided an overview if the very successful AC interaction workshop which had taken place in November 2022. Unfortunately, since then a follow-up meeting with ENA to discuss next steps had not been forthcoming, despite numerous attempts, and SJ was in the processes of trying to sort this. Item will remain on the agenda and a further update given at the next meeting.
