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Infringements — Coordinated Response?

* Recent infringements — successes and failures — have
highlighted the value of a co-ordinated approach

« Working Group propose to maintain an ‘infringer contact
register’ for members suffering significant (i.e. A1 + B1)
infringements

 Intent is to capture action taken (contacts made, when
and actions agreed)

* Register can then be used to ensure that responses to
future infringements (same/different members) by same
‘infringer’ can be coordinated on a UKOPA basis

* Register would need to contain objective records to have
credibility
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Links to GERG

« BPA attended recent GERG meeting at Sunbury, where
UKOPA database input was highlighted as best practice

 GERG keen to understand operation of database

« Subject to agreement, copy of annual report to be
provided to GERG as explanation of our work

« GERG meeting also discussed pipeline surveillance ‘best
practice’. Prompted thought that database could be
extended to record how infringements are discovered
(e.g. foot patrol, aerial surveillance) — agreed?

* Related discussion also considered whether the pipeline
routing (Urban, Suburban, Industrial, Rural ) could/
should be recorded — agreed?
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UKOPA DVD

« Working Group have agreed that to move this forward, a
working draft of a core UKOPA pipeline safety DVD
should be produced - using a professional provider, for
consultation and development in a reasonable timescale

« This draft to be suitable for individual operator’s
Introductions, summary and any contact details to be
added to the beginning and end.

* NG checking if footage from the recent NG DVD update
can be made available, plus any more general pipeline
footage (construction, aerial views, etc.)

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HSE Work Plans — proposal

« HSE approach to Pipeline 3rd party damage prevention for
2006/2007 to include :

- Targeting of companies causing the most concern/damage/
infringement on the gas distribution networks. HSE will be
asking the IDNs to identify their top 5 offenders

- Following assessment (size/significance), the companies will
be visited by HSE (jointly with IDNs if appropriate)

- This approach, aimed at IDN pipeline safety, is also expected
to identify companies with the potential to damage all pipelines
carrying hazardous materials

Commissioning a human factors study with HSL to understand
why utilities teams cause infringements i.e. what are the drivers
for hazardous behaviour, how can these be recognised and

what can be done to remedy them
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HSE Statistical Analysis

« HSE proposing to use the services of HSL (Derek
Morgan) to :

- Analyse the UKOPA Infringement Database to
identify significant trends infringement and factors
associated with infringements

|dentify any combinations of factors leading to a
significant increase in infringement likelihood

Develop an understanding of any limitations in the
current database and any suggestions for
improvement in structure or format

- This findings of this work to be detailed in a brief

report

- Working Group comfortable with this proposal,
subject to agreement by members, and will share
dataset to end 2005 at meeting on 9t June
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
