3 Acceptance of the summary notes and actions of the meeting held on the 25th and 26th October 2019
The summary notes and actions were accepted as a true reflection of the meeting.
4 Actions arising not covered on the agenda (Number of the relevant note in brackets) 
There were no actions from the October 2018 meeting that needed to be covered.
5 Strategy Introduction
Peter Davis (PD) provided an introduction to the session by explaining that 12 of the 28 member companies had returned the strategy questionnaire prior to the meeting and Nikki Barker (NB) had collated the results which will be uploaded to the members centre (see UKOPA-MD-19-02).  It was noted that even if people had not returned their questionnaire they could do so after the meeting and the results would be added to the paper.
Action – members to return strategy questionnaire
NB presented an overview of the results of the questionnaire to Members.
6 Strategy Session 1
Members worked on 5 tables based around working groups – EPWG, FARWG, IWG, PIWG and PSWG – with the working group chairmen facilitating the table.  Each group was asked to identify 1 positive from the working group and 1 area for improvement and share these back in the feedback session.  Other ideas were to be captured by the working group chairman.  The outputs are captured in presentation UKOPA-19-MD-02. 
7 Strategy Session 2
Based on the questionnaire results each table was asked to identify the top 3 issues / risks to the industry and the top 3 technologies that should be monitored by the UKOPA working groups moving forward.  These were also captured in presentation UKOPA-19-MD-02.
8 H, S & E Issues and UKOPA Safety Alerts – All

Members shared their relevant experiences on H,S&E and Safety Alerts.  PD challenged members to be sharing more learnings at future members’ meetings.
PD presented an update on pipeline theft in UK and Europe.

Andy Middleton presented a document that had been developed by NGN entitled ‘working procedure for points of vulnerability: proximity to ‘other’ product pipelines.  He explained that this had been developed in response to the HSE question regarding ‘what are gas operators doing in relation to theft issues on product pipelines’.  NGN are happy for this document to be shared and has been uploaded to the members centre with reference UKOPA-19-MD-11.

9 Feedback from the Strategy Session on Day 1 – Peter Davis
PD informed the meeting that the output from the Day 1 strategy session would be taken away by the Board and the Board / Working Group Chairs would ensure that the output is captured in the UKOPA strategy and would be fed back at the next members’ meeting in October.

10 Report from the Process Safety Work Group (PWSG) – John Ferrari (Essar)
JF provided an update from the PSWG. A copy of the presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-03) has been posted on the website.

Following discussion, it was agreed that whilst options as to how PSAT might be conducted in the future, the 2019 should be carried up using a spreadsheet process with a facilitator providing confidentiality of results from the WG members and all contributors.

11 Report from the Emergency Planning Work Group (EPWG) – Andy Middleton (NGN)

AF provided an update from the EPWG. A copy of the presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-04) has been posted on the website. 
The dates for the PERO course for the second half of the year were advertised and opinion on a proposed new Hazard Awareness course was canvassed.  Based on feedback received, members were in favour of this course and EPWG are to proceed with booking, arranging and advertising the said course for 26th September 2019 in Spadeadam.
Action - EPWG to advertise remaining 2019 PERO course and finalise and run proposed Hazard Awareness course in September 2016.

12 Report from the Fault and Risk Work Group (FARWG) – Simon Joyce (SGN)
SJ provided an update from the FARWG. A copy of the presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-05) has been posted on the website.

13 Report from Infringement Work Group (IWG) – Phil Taylor (BPA)
PT provided an update from the IWG. A copy of the presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-06) has been posted on the website.

14 Report from Pipeline Integrity Work Group (IWG) – Nikki Barker and working group members on behalf of Graeme Pailor (Sabic)

NB and working group members provided an update from the PIWG on behalf of Graeme Pailor who had been unable to attend the second day of the meeting. A copy of the presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-07) has been posted on the website.

15 Update by HSE – Julie Voce
Julie Voce provided an overview of how operators of Methanol Pipelines are now classed as MAHP and as such are to be captured by PSR.  Presentation, UKOPA-19-MD-08 has been uploaded to the members centre.  

It was noted that most operators were offshore and only 6 onshore pipelines had been notified to the HSE to date.  The Board requested notification of any operators who are not currently UKOPA members as these companies might now benefit from membership of UKOPA. 
16 HSE(HSL) LUP Web Update – Paul Bridges and Oliver Gunaman (HSE)
Grant Rogers provided some background to the current discussions that were taking place with HSE/HSL following the initial work in 2009 to include UKOPA members data on the HSEs Land Use Planning (LUP) Web app for planning purposes.
Oliver Gunaman provided information regarding how the data is checked and then input to the app and Paul Bridges spoke about future options for sharing of data, given that it will now be in one repository – noting that currently only MAHP data is included in the app.  It was also pointed out the HSL is not a fully integrated part of HSE and as such all employees work for and have HSE email addresses.
UKOPA and HSE are going to continue discussions regarding moving options forward, but in the meantime any MAHP operator who has not signed the HSE data sharing agreement were requested to liaise with NB to ensure that this is completed.

The presentation (UKOPA-19-MD-10) has been uploaded to the members centre and NB has a copy of the data sharing contract for those members who are still required to sign.

17 2017 Fault and Product Loss report – Graham Goodfellow (PIE)

Graham Goodfellow (GG) provided an overview of the 2017 Fault and Product Loss report that was currently going through the Governance Processes.  As part of the review of data collection, the FARWG would be conducting a workshop to consider how data is currently collected, what is actually required for statistical purposes and how to make this process as easy as possible.  This workshop will be held on 19th June 2019 and FARWG is to provide details of the workshop to all Members.
18 Feedback from the UKOPA board meeting – Peter Davis (BPA)
PD provided an update on Board items and the ongoing strategy work.  This included the handover from GR to PD as chairman, the dates of future meetings and 10 GPG / TBNs that are currently going through the governance process – and will be rolled out at the Technical seminar in May 2019.
